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Esta edicdo da Mural Internacional inclui um dossié com artigos selecionados pelo Comité
Académico do Simpdsio de Poés-Graduacdo em Relagbes Internacionais (SIMPORI). As
contribuicdes aqui reunidas foram debatidas na VII Edicdo do SIMPORI cujo tema foi "A
Conjuntura Internacional no Século XXI: Sobrevivéncia ou ruptura de paradigmas”, realizado
no Rio de Janeiro de 27 a 29 de novembro de 2018. O SIMPORI é organizado conjuntamente
entre os Programas de Pds-Graduacdo em Relagdes Internacionais da Universidade do Estado
do Rio de Janeiro (UERJ) e do Programa San Tiago Dantas (UNESP, UNICAMP e PUC-SP),
0s quais sediam encontros bianuais entre S&o Paulo e Rio de Janeiro alternadamente. O alcance
extrarregional do encontro e a participacdo de estudantes de po6s-graduacédo de todo o Brasil
estdo aumentando. A selecdo de artigos que ora apresentamos obedece as normas de publicacado
deste periddico: passaram por avaliacdo de pares e foram aprovados por decisdo do conselho
editorial até a publicacéo final.
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This issue of Mural International includes a dossier with articles selected by the Academic
Committee of the Postgraduate Symposium on International Relations (SIMPORI). The
contributions gathered here were discussed in the VII Edition of SIMPORI under the call
"International Conjunct in the XXI Century: Survival or Rupture of Paradigms" that took place
in Rio de Janeiro from 27 to 29 November 2018. SIMPORI is jointly organized by the Post-
Graduate Program in International Relations at the State University of Rio de Janeiro (UERJ)
and at the San Tiago Dantas Program (UNESP, UNICAMP and PUC-SP), hosting biannual
meetings between S&o Paulo and Rio Janeiro interchangibly. The extra-regional reach of this
meeting and the participation of post-graduate students from all over Brazil are increasing. The
selection of articles we now present obey the publication norms of this journal: they went
through peer evaluation and were aproved by board decision to final publication.
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
